Peter Kageyama - For the Love of Cities

Charlie Bush provided an overview of the day's activities and announced the $500
challenge winner - "lt's Always Sunny in Sequim". He provided information on other
ideas presented. Snail Trail, more murals, windsocks, Jammin’ Fridays, Chalk it Up, Fun
in the Sun, Sit in Cinema (#2), Seal Street People Dial, Go With the Grain (refresh
Granary). Peter Kageyama added that these ideas help us fall in the love with the cities
we live in. Small, seemingly senseless ideas are fun. The City building is a two-way
conversation. Citizens can do things for their cities if they are inclined. He suggested
ideas for Sequim capitalizing on lavender.

2. Seymur Aliyev, Professional Fellows Program
Seymur stated he is here from the Republic of Azerbaijan. He is involved in the
Professional Fellows Program sponsored by the US Department of State, Bureau of
Educational and Cultural Affairs. The goal is to strengthen understanding of the U.S.
legislative process; to create partnerships between United States and foreign
institutions; to establish a common language for developing practical solutions for

shared problems and concerns. He provided information concerning his country and
background. Oil is its major industry.

Lake reported on the PREP meeting he attended. There is an online application where
people can enter information concerning an area. He suggested we pursue and ask for
a license. There will be 100 licenses in the state.

He is asking
Sequim to adopt the findings that were in a report outlining what happens in this area in
the event of climate change. There are significant things already happening. A similar
resolution was recently adopted by the Clallam County Commissioners. He hopes the
Council will take action on it.

Jim Stoffer felt today's workshop was very beneficial. He appreciates the opportunity to
host Seymur. He thanked the Council for the opportunities taking place in Sequim.

MOTION to approve the consent agenda by Genaveve Starr; seconded by Candace
Pratt. Carried Unanimously.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
8. Approve Labor Contracts for Uniformed Groups

Connelly and Anderson provided information concerning the labor contracts for
uniformed personnel.

MOTION to Authorize the City Manager to sign the proposed Teamsters
bargaining agreements for the period January 1, 2016 through December 31, 2018
by Candace Pratt; seconded by Pam Leonard-Ray. Carried Unanimously.

9. Award Contract for Carrie Blake Community Park Parking Lot Project
Irvin stated that two bids were received.

Garlington explained that the engineer's estimate was $304,000. The low bid was
$390,000 which was considerably higher than the estimate. A review was done to see
why the bids may have been so high. The bidders are doing a lot of work right now.
There is a very tight schedule with this bid because of the Dungeness Cup in August.
We have previously used permeable asphalt but never had a spec design. DOT has just
developed a spec for this product which came out while this was out to bid. We did an
addendum and added it to the project. That also adds a risk for the contractor. The
highest increase is in the asphalt price. This bid provides options for the City which
includes working with SFA on parking options. Because of project delay, we can award
the project and then immediately change some of the work. We would delete the
pavement for this project which reduces the project by $155,000. The parking and
roadway would be in place for the Dungeness Cup but it would be gravel. This would be
consistent with our code. It would also provide more than what we have now. The
paving would be rebid early next year. Another option is to go ahead and do it all now. If
we award the full contract, he would ask for a 10% contingency. If we reduce the
contract, he would ask for a 7% contingency.

There was discussion about the use of permeable asphalt versus non-permeable
asphailt.
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Hagener explained the General Fund balance could be used to fund the entire project.
There is a little money in the civic center contingency as well as REET dollars. She
recommends pulling the items related to the permeable pavement. She would
recommend taking money from each fund.

Garlington stated it would put us in a bind if we did not complete the paving in 2017.
Irvin added that this project is in collaboration with several funding partners and does
include the use of permeable asphalt.

Councilors expressed their desire to fund the entire project this year. There is no
guarantee the cost will be less in 2017.

MOTION to award the contract to Nordland Construction NW, Inc. and direct the
City Manager to enter _into a contract for the Carrie Blake Community Parking
Project and further authorize an_ additional 10% of the contract amount for
contingencies by Pam_ Leonard-Ray; seconded by John Miller. Carried

Unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS

10. Approve Centennial Tiles Placement

Sharon Delabarre explained that the Arts Commission has been working to find a
proper location for the Centennial tiles. The proposed location makes them available for
public viewing and they are protected from the elements.

MOTION to approve placement of the Centennial tiles in the lobby of the civic
center by Candace Pratt; seconded by Bob Lake. Carried Unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING: Ordinance amending fence standards
PUBLIC HEARINGS (Legislative)
6. Ordinance No. 2016-003 amending SMC 18.24.140 Relating to Fences

Mayor Smith read the rules and opened the public hearing at 6:43 p.m. Hugo stated
this addresses the chain link fence issue in community parks to secure and add to the
functionality of sports fields. There are other issues regarding fences that will be brought
to Council later this year.

Mayor Smith asked for speakers. Hearing no response, the public hearing was closed at
6:50 p.m.

MOTION to adopt Ordinance No. 2016-003 amending SMC 18.24.140 relating to
fences at sports facilities, parks and playgrounds within the City, as proposed by
City Staff and recommended by the Planning Commission by Pam Leonard-Ray;
seconded by Genaveve Starr. Carried Unanimously.

Lake stated other municipalities are coming up with a resolution to acknowledge climate
change. He asked that staff come up with a resolution. There was Council consensus to
draft a resolution for consideration.

Smith reminded everyone of the open house at Shipley Center on Tuesday from 1-4
pm.
