PUBLIC WORKS PROJECTS UPDATE

In Partnership with North Olympic Salmon Coalition, the Pitship Pocket Bridge is now
complete and West Sequim Bay Road through to SR-101 is now open for traffic. The City appreciates your
patience during the closing of West Sequim Bay Road.

The Water Reclamation Facility Expansion Project has been funded in a continued partnership
with the Department of Ecology Centennial Grant Program, State Revolving Fund and the City of Sequim.
The expansion project is now entering its final stages. A recently approved change order requiring the
construction of a new floor slab in clarifier #1 may cause a slight delay in completing on schedule as will
landscaping and final clean-up that will require milder weather to complete. The contractor is completing
and debugging the process control programming and we expect final completion within the next six
weeks. Once the project is accepted as complete there is a thirty day commission phase-in which to insure
all systems work as designed.

The Town Engineer made suggestions of basic minimum requirements for acceptance of plats of new additions.
Glenn Brett was selected to fill the vacancy on Council created by the resignation of Ben Gilbert. William Merrill was selected
to fill the vacancy of Harvey Towne who was moving to Seattle.
A new jail was built.
Peter F. Black was elected Mayor and sworn in as were Councilors Fred Bowers and Alfons Kaminski.
An ordinance was passed concerning the keeping of bees in Town.
Iris Marshall was re-appointed fire chief.
A bid was accepted for paving Cedar Street from Sequim Avenue to 1** Avenue (now 2™ Avenue) at $ .62 per square yard.
There were low water issues and citizens were asked to not sprinkle their lawns for one hour when the siren has blown.
Council was in favor of exploring possibilities of a sewage treatment plant.
