The City Obtains Approval for Design Build
Method for Civic Center
On May 25, City Manager Steve Burkett, City Attorney
Craig Ritchie, and Consultant Court Olson made a
presentation to the State Project Review Committee re-
questing that they approve the design build method for
the City Hall/Police Station project. The committee deter-
mined that the City had qualified consultants and City
Staff in place to successfully build with this process.

The design build process allows the City to decide what
we can afford to build. The system identifies teams that
agree to work within those constraints, and not to exceed
the established price. The teams submit proposals for the
project based on the criteria supplied to them and within
the given price frame. The City has the opportunity to
select the team to design and build the facility based on
their proposal, experience, competence, and background.

There will be opportunities for the public to review the
design proposals in the late summer or early fall.
