Police Sergeants Reidel and Almberg to Retire 
The Sequim Police Department will soon lose half of its 

Sergeant’s roster as Sergeant Don Reidel and Sergeant 

Ken Almberg plan to retire from city employment on July 

31, 2013 and August 31, 2013 respectively. 

 

Sgt. Reidel joined the Department in November 2005 as a 

patrol officer.  He was promoted to the Sergeant’s posi-

tion in August 2007.  Reidel’s law enforcement career 

has spanned over 26 years. Prior to his work in Sequim, 

he worked for the Clallam County Sheriff’s Office as a 

patrol deputy and as a corrections officer for the Depart-

ment of Corrections. He will be taking his experience to 

the Veteran’s Hospital in Helena, Montana where, fol-

lowing eight months of training, he will begin his new 

career as a federal police officer for the United States De-

partment of Veterans Affairs. 

 

Sgt. Almberg is retiring with over 42 years in law en-

forcement, nearly eight of them as a Sergeant for the Se-

quim Police Department.  Almberg came to the Sequim 

Police Department after retiring as a Lieutenant Com-

mander of the Coast Guard Reserve, and from the Sea-

side, Oregon Police Department where he served for ten 

years as the Police Chief.  As a Sergeant for the Sequim 

Police Department, Almberg has been largely responsible 

for managing the department’s efforts in the Target Zero 

traffic emphasis plan.  Directed by the Washington State 

Patrol, Target Zero is the strategic safety plan developed 

with the goal to eliminate highway fatalities by 2030. Sgt. 

Almberg’s extensive traffic experience has been invalua-

ble to the Sequim Police Department and the City of Se-

quim.  Sgt. Almberg is planning to stay in Sequim. 

 

The sergeant positions are expected to be filled through 

internal promotions. 

August 26 City Council Meeting Cancelled 

Mid-Year Financial Review 
At the July 22 City Council Meeting, the Council re-

viewed the financial position of the City for the first six 

months of 2013.   Year to date, all City Funds reflect a 

positive position. 

General Fund Beginning fund balance was $1.756 mil-

lion.  General Fund first half of the year revenues were 

$105,000 more than budgeted while expenditures were 

$146,000 less which is very positive.  Sales Tax Revenues 

for the first half of the year are 106% of budget. 

Street Operations (Unrestricted)  

Beginning Fund Balance was $214,000. Actual Revenues 

for the first half of the year were $4,600 less than project-

ed and actual expenditures were $62,800 less than project-

ed.  Results of operations were generally balanced as to 

seasonal restrictions. 

Water Operations (Unrestricted) Beginning Fund Bal-

ance was $1.2 million.  Actual Revenues for the first half 

of the year were $900 less than projected and actual ex-

penditures were $76,000 less than projected.  Considering 

the seasonal nature of revenues in the activity the fund is 

very strong. 

Sewer Operations (Unrestricted) Beginning Fund Bal-

ance was $1.5 million  Actual Revenues for the first half 

of the year were $42,000 more than projected and actual 

expenditures were $167,000 less than projected.  This also 

represents a very strong and balanced half of the year. 

All Other Funds were either on track or above general 

budget projections or did not present any significant con-

cerns.
