The City of Sequim has signed a contract with the
Lydig Integrus Design Build team to move forward with
the development of the new Civic Center project. The
architects and builders are now working with City staff to
finalize the building design and floor plan of the new City
Hall and Police Station. Demolition of the old City Hall
and the Serenity House buildings is expected to begin in
March or April.

The City Council selected the Lydig Integrus team
based on a recommendation from the City Manager after
the proposals were scored by the project evaluation team
on how well they met the request for proposal criteria.

Members of the community were invited to view the
design proposals and provide feedback at an Open House
held on December 3, 2013.

Neighborhood Volunteer

Sequim resident Doug Smith and his wife Sherri live
close to Carrie Blake Park and walk there almost every
day with their dog.

“It’s a lovely park which we always enjoy. I noticed
the sign about adopting a site on the stretch along Blake
Avenue for several months, but saw no progress on re-
moving the weeds and grass which seemed to be overtak-
ing the planted landscaping. I thought surely some group
would take on the project, but no, so I went to the City to
ask if I could try,” Doug explained.

Doug talked with City of Sequim Volunteer Coordina-
tor Pamela Leonard-Ray about adopting the site.

“I think volunteering in a community is important be-
cause most communities don’t have the assets to do eve-
rything, and most everyone appreciates a well-kept city.
If people have a personal stake in its cleanliness, they are
more likely to keep it that way,” Doug said.

He volunteered previ-
ously with the Los Padres National Forest doing trail
work.
