Protect Your Storage Units Against Burglaries
The Sequim Police Department reports a recent increase
in burglaries, specifically at storage units. To protect
against theft at your storage unit, the Police Department
recommends the following:

1) Use hardened steel tamper proof hexagonal padlocks.

2) Look for secure storage unit facilities that are fenced
and have on-site employees and/or video security
systems.

3) Be sure that the storage unit is in a well lit area, as
they are less likely to be burglarized.

4) Check on your unit often and look for signs of at-
tempted entry.
