DO’S AND DON’TS—Yard and Garage Sales 
If you are planning a yard or garage sale this year, here are 

some important factors for you to consider: 

 You are allowed no more than four (4) yard or garage sales 

at any one location during a calendar  year and each sale 

cannot exceed four consecutive days. 

 Goods may not be displayed in the public right-of-way. 

 Signs may be posted only on the property where the sale is 

being held and up to two (2) other locations directing buy-

ers to the sale.  Signs must be on private yards or on plant-

ing strips of private parties. 

 Signs cannot exceed four (4) square feet. 

DON’T 

 Attach signs to trees, utility poles, street lights, or traffic 

signs. 

 Place signs in roundabouts. 

 Put signs out more than three days in advance of the sale. 

 Block alleys, sidewalks or streets with signs, or sales. 

 Hold frequent yard or garage sales. 

DO 

 Remove all signs within 24 hours after the sale.  If not re-

moved, it is considered littering and fines can be assessed.

Proposed New 2015 Comprehensive Plan to be     

Available for Public Comment      
      It is expected that the City Council will approve distri-

bution of a new draft Sequim 2015 Comprehensive Plan 

for public review and comment at the 

March 9 City Council Meeting. The draft 

Plan is the culmination of more than 600 

citizens’ participation in the Sequim 120 

public involvement program over the past 

three years. When adopted following public 

review and comment, the new Plan forms 

the basis for all growth-related regulations 

and City capital spending. 

     The proposed new Plan presents a very different 

growth future for Sequim than the current 2006 Plan. 

Most significantly, the projected growth rate is reduced 

from over 5% annually to 2% - still an increase of more 

than 3,000 new residents within 20 years. The new Plan 

presents Sequim in 2035 as a place that reflects the core 

values expressed consistently by Sequim 120 participants: 

friendly, small-town feel, walkable, convenient, connect-

ed, multi-generational, affordable, and preserve rural. It 

also proposes a new land use plan and new zoning for 

most properties in the city. 

     After City Council’s approval for distribution, the draft 

Plan document will be available on the City’s web site, at 

the Library, and at the DCD / PW Building at 615 N. 5th 

Avenue. Opportunities for public comment on the Plan 

are scheduled to begin in late April and continue into 

June.
