Emergency Preparedness
Make a Family Communication Plan—You and your loved ones
may not be together when a disaster hits. Make a plan for how you
will connect to each other. Start by taking the following steps:
Complete a contact card for each family member. Everyone should
keep these cards with them at all times.
Choose an emergency contact. Memorize the phone number if pos-
sible. A friend or relative that lives out of town might be easier to
reach in an emergency. During an emergency, family members can
call or text this person to let them know that they are safe.
Make sure all family members know how to text. Make sure every-
one knows how to turn on a cell phone, find the text messaging app,
type a message, and send it to a contact.
Know emergency phone numbers. Keep them in your cell phone
and post them near your home phones. Some good numbers to have
are your emergency contact, the fire department, police station, and a
hospital near you.

City of Sequim Volunteers Donated More than
8,800 Hours in 2015

Volunteers with the City of Sequim provided 8,843
trackable hours of service in 2015, donating their time
and talent to beautify City planting areas, maintain trails,
build and repair foot bridges, assist with scanning
records, and support the Sequim Police Department
through the Volunteers in Police Service (VIPS)
program. This figure does not include members of the
City boards and commissions, the Reserve Police
Officers, and various community groups who also assist
the City with projects.

The website http://volunteeringinamerica.com uses the
hourly figure of $27.54 per hour for Washington State,
which equals a value of $243,550 in volunteer services.
The City pays state industrial insurance on volunteers
based on the number of hours reported. In 2015, the
insurance cost $533.31 for volunteers. The City spent an
additional $1,183 to support the program including the
annual Volunteer Appreciation Dinner.

The City volunteer program has been expanding and
became more formalized in 2013 with the development
of a “volunteer” Volunteer Coordinator position. The
role was first filled by Linda Cherry. Later in 2013, now-
elected City Council Member Pamela Leonard-Ray
assumed this role. Leonard-Ray was instrumental in
developing job descriptions and increasing the efforts to
track volunteer efforts and the hours served. Leonard-
Ray was recognized with the second annual Westcott
Award in 2015 for her efforts. The award is named for
volunteer Emily Westcott, who was the first recipient in
2014.

PARKING AT THE SEQUIM CIVIC CENTER

There is plenty of parking for visitors to the Sequim Civic Center, located at 152 W. Cedar
Street. In addition to the public parking lot across Sequim Avenue, there are 9 parallel parking
spaces on Sequim Avenue, 26 spaces on the south side of Cedar Street, 21 spaces on Seal Street
and two parallel designated ADA parking spaces on the north side of Cedar Street directly in
front of the building. City staff has designated parking off of the City streets, so there should
be plenty of spaces available for your visit. Many businesses around the Civic Center have
their own parking lots. Please be sure to respect their parking spots and use them only
when you are visiting those specific businesses.
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
